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Landmarks
in ESCP’s history

1819

On the 1st December 1819, a group of economic scholars and businessmen founds
ESCP under the name Ecole Spéciale de Commerce et d'Industrie, soon renamed
Ecole Supérieure de Commerce. The first Chair of Economics was held by the
celebrated economist Jean-Baptiste Say. ESCP is the oldest business school in
the world. Even at its debut, ESCP had a Global Perspective as one third of its
students were international.

ESCP is acquired by the Paris Chamber of Commerce and Industry (CCIP) in its 50th year of existence.

1873

The French Ministry of Education grants official recognition of the School's
1 degree, recognizing the pioneering contribution of the School's combination of
theoretical and practical, hands-on learning. ESCP becomes a « Grande Ecole
d'Etat ».

The Foundation supports the ESCP social diversity policy.

In 2019, the Foundation simplified its contribution to the ESCP 86% supported by
scholarship programme. Thanks to donations received from the Foundation
individuals and corporates, the Foundation allocates a certain
amount determined by the Board of Directors. The Scholarship
Committee then allocates this sum by diploma.

In 2019, the Foundation thus allocated €1,538 M to equal
opportunities out of the total School budget of €2.1 M:

€1.3 M for the MiM Grande Ecole; 86% of which is supported
by the Foundation

€531 K for the Bachelor; 23% of which is supported by the
Foundation

€180 K for the PhD Programme; 100% supported by the
Foundation

€96 K for Specialised Masters; 17% supported by the Foundation

The aim of the emergency fund is to rapidly support students in great difficulty, thus preventing them from
dropping out. It is a demonstration of the great solidarity. In the Alumni community. In 2019, almost €20,000 was
provided for emergency grants.

Some donations from Alumni and corporations have been tagged towards a specific account, allowing the
Foundation to be guarantor for ESCP students loans. As interest rates are currently low, the ESCP Foundation
thus achieves a social return on its first endowment. Since its launch in late 2018, around ten students have
benefited from this guarantee.

With the support of the KPMG Corporate Foundation

Talent Spring is a unigque admission route to the MiM programme, restricted only for high-potential students
facing a challenging personal environment (health problems, financial difficulties, cultural problems, etc.). In
2019, 8 students were admitted to the School through Talent Spring.
